'St. Bernardine of Siena (Feast Day- May
20™) was born on September 8, 1380, feast
of the Nativity of Mary. He was Baptrzed
on the very day of his birth. One day while
he was kneeling at the foot of his crucifix
as usual and beseeching God which Order
'to pursue, he suddenly heard Jesus say to
him: “My son Bernardine, you see Me hanging on the
Cross, in a state of total denudation. If you love Me and
want to walk in My footsteps, fasten yourself also to
the cross, divested of everything.” He was one of the
greatest promoters of devotion to the Holy Name of
Jesus and went so far as to create a sign with the mono-
gram IHS (Latin lesus Hominum Salvator, meaning
“Jesus Savior of Mankind) and carry it wherever he
went. Below is a brief prayer composed by St. Bernard-
ine of Siena honoring the name of Jesus, placing one-
self under his most watchful care. Jesus, Name full of
glory, grace, love, and strength! You are the refuge of
those who repent, our banner of warfare in this life, the
medicine of souls, the comfort of those who morn, the
delight of those who believe, the light of those who
preach the true faith, the wages of those who toil, the
healing of the sick. To you our devotion aspires; by you
our prayers are received;, we delight in contemplating
you. O Name of Jesus, you are the glory of all the saints
for eternity.

~ The Ascension of our Lord is most closely
related, in meaning, to Christmas. In Je-
; sus, the human and the Divine become
l united in the Person and life of one
man. That's Christmas. At the Ascension,
this human being — the person and the res-
urrected body of Jesus — became for all eternity a part
of who God is. It was not the Spirit of Jesus or the Di-
vine Nature of Jesus that ascended to the Father. It was
the Risen living Body of Jesus: A Body that the disci-
ples had touched, a Body in which He Himself had eat-
en and drunk with them both before and after His Res-
urrection, a real, physical, but gloriously restored Body,
bearing the marks of nails and a spear. This is what,
and Who, ascended. This is what, now and forever, is a
living, participating part of God. That is what the As-
cension, along with the Incarnation, is here to tell us —
that it is a good thing to be a human being; indeed, it is
a wonderful and an important and a holy thing to be a
human being. It is such an important thing that God did
it. Even more, the fullness of God now includes what it
means to be a human being.

FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK...

Saint Justin (Feast Day- June 1%) is an early martyr
and a Father of the Church from the second century,
who wrote extensively for the conversion of the Ro-
mans. In his writings survive some of the earliest rec-
orded descriptions of the Eucharist. He wrote in
his First Apology: “For we do not receive these things
as common bread or common drink; but as Jesus Christ
our Savior being incarnate by God's word took flesh
and blood for our salvation, so also we have been
taught that the food consecrated by the word of prayer
which comes from Him, from which our flesh and
blood are nourished by transformation, is the flesh and
blood of that incarnate Jesus.”. Saint Justin had a clear
understanding of the gift that is the Eucharist. We know
that the Eucharist is the source and summit of the faith.
And, as Saint Justin indicates, it nourishes our body
with Christ’s Body. It is in the Eucharist that we are
united to Jesus and brought into the inner life of the
Trinity. In about 165, Justin was arrested for being a
Christian but refused to give up his faith. The judge
asked him, “Do you have an idea that you will go to
heaven and receive some suitable rewards?” Justin an-
swered, “It is not an idea that I have; it is something
that I know well and hold to be most certain.” The
judge ordered him killed. May we implore the Lord that
the Holy Mother Church may raise up new apologists,
defenders of the faith, for the heart and soul of the peo-

ple of our age.
